The CUNY Mapping Service assists organizations in realizing the geographic and mapping dimensions of their activities.  As director, Romalewski coordinates the Mapping Service’s projects, trains and supervises staff (including graduate students), manages the budget, secures funding, provides direct liaison with partner organizations and clients, and manages technology resources necessary to carry out its activities.  His responsibilities include:
· developing and maintaining interactive online mapping applications – including two information-rich sites for the New York region: the Long Island Index mapping site and the Open Accessible Space Information System (OASIS) partnership;

· consulting with groups in other cities engaged in collaborative web-based projects;

· using spatial analysis techniques to develop and execute applied research projects on a grant-funded or fee for service basis with government agencies, businesses, and nonprofit organizations – including partnerships with other CUNY institutions and researchers;

· authoring or co-authoring articles, papers, reports, and other written or electronic materials related to the work of the Mapping Service; and

· providing educational services around geographic information systems (GIS) including workshops, seminars, and continuing education programs.

Prior to establishing the CUNY Mapping Service in January 2006, Romalewski co-founded and directed the Community Mapping Assistance Project (CMAP) at NYPIRG.  During its eight-year history, CMAP had enabled dozens of nonprofit, philanthropic, and public service organizations to use computer mapping to visualize data, analyze information geographically, provide services, and otherwise take advantage of the growing power of online mapping systems.

Romalewski also teaches the graduate-level GIS course at Pratt Institute’s Graduate Center for Planning and the Environment.  He was awarded a Charles H. Revson Fellowship at Columbia University in 1995, and received his MS in urban planning from Columbia in 1998.
